= The outdoor unit should be installed on a solid wall and fastened securely.

= The following procedure must be observed before connecting the pipes and connecting cables: decide
which is the best position on the wall and leave enough space to be able to carry out maintenance
easily.

= Fasten the support to the wall using screw anchors which are particularly suited to the type of wall.

= Use a larger quantity of screw anchors than normally required for the weight they must support in order
to avoid vibration during operation and to ensure that they remain firmly fixed in the same position for
years without loosening.

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7.0. MAINTENANCE T

Periodic maintenance is essential to maintain the effi-
ciency of your air conditioner.

Before performing any maintenance, disconnect the
power supply.

INDOOR UNIT

Anti-dust Filters

1) Open the front panel (following the direction of the
arrows shown on the right).

2) Holding the front panel open with one hand, remove
the air filter with the other.

3) Clean the filter with water. If the filter is dirty with oil,
it can be washed in warm water not exceeding 45°C
(113°F). Leave to dry in a cool, dry place.

4) Holding the front panel open with one hand, insert
the air filter with the other.

5) Close the front panel.

The electrostatic and deodorant filter (if installed) can-
not be washed and must be replaced with new filters
every 6 months.

CLEANING THE HEAT EXCHANGER

1) Open the front panel of the unit and unhooking it
from the hinges to make the cleaning easier.

2) Clean the indoor unit with a cloth soaked in water no
warmer than 40 °C (104 °F) and neutral soap. Never
use aggressive solvents or detergents.

3) If the air inlet and outlet of the outdoor unit are
clogged, remove any leaves or waste by hand and
remove the dust with a jet of air or a bit of water.

END OF SEASON MAINTENANCE

1) Disconnect the automatic switch or the plug.
2) Clean and replace the filters.

3) On a sunny day, let the air conditioner run in Fan
mode for several hours so that the inside of the unit
can dry completely.




8.0. TROUBLESHOOTING

Before you call for service, review the following list. It may save you time and expense. This list includes

common occurrences that are not the result of a defect in workmanship or materials.

SITUATION

The appliance does
not operate.

Noises and odours.

The efficiency of the
cooling or heating is
very poor.

There is no electricity.

The indoor or outdoor unit fan motor may
be damaged.

The compressor thermomagnetic circuit
breaker may be faulty.

Afuse may have been tripped.

The connections may be loose or the plug
may be disconnected.

A protection function may have been
tripped.

Voltage may be higher or lower than the
voltage range.

There may be an active switch-on Timer
currently preventing operation.

The electronic control board may be
damaged.

If there is a power outage, wait for electricity to be
restored.

Verify the fuses and circuit breakers. If the appliance
still does not operate, contact Customer Service.

Verify the connections and plug. If the appliance still
does not operate, contact Customer Service.

When changing operation modes, a 3-minute protec-
tion delay will be triggered to protect the compressor.

If the Timer function was not intended, cancel the timer
setting (see Section 5.5 - Timer Function), otherwise
wait until the unit starts at the set time.

There is a strange odour emitting from the
appliance.

There is a sound of moving water coming
from inside the unit.

There is a fine mist emitting at the air
outlet.

There is cracking sounds coming from
the unit.

There may be a garbage bin located near the outdoor
unit or the air filter may require a cleaning.

This sound is produced by the circulation of refrigerant
in the unit and is no cause for alarm.

This is normal. This occurs when the air in the room
becomes very cold, for example in Cooling or Drying
modes.

These sounds are produced by the expansion or con-
traction of the front panel due to temperature variations
and does not indicate a problem.

The temperature setting may be unsuit-
able for the current outdoor temperature.

The air inlet or outlet is obstructed.

The filters are dirty.

The fan speed setting may be too low to
cool or warm the ambient air.

When attempting to cool the room, there
are other sources of heat present in the
room.

There may not be sufficient refrigerant left
in the unit.

Adjust the set temperature to be higher (in Heating
mode) or lower (in Cooling mode) than the outdoor
temperature.

Clear objects or furniture that could be blocking the
inlet or outlet of the unit.

Clean or replace the air filters.

Increase the speed of the fan or use the Turbo function
to cool or warm an area as fast as possible.

Turn off or remove any heat sources that could be
counteracting the cooling efficiency of the unit.

The appliance does
not respond to
commands.

The remote control may be too far from
the mural unit or not aligned with it.

Get closer to the unit so the remote control signal can
reach the signal receiver and make sure to be facing
the mural unit when pressing keys.

The batteries of the remote control may
be depleted.

Replace with new batteries.

There may be objects obstructing the sig-
nal from the remote control.

Remove any possible obstructions between the re-
mote control and the mural unit.

The display is off. The display of the mural unit may have

been turned off from the remote control.

Restore the display function (see Section 5.5 -
Display Function of the Indoor Unit)

/\ Caution : Switch off the appliance immediately and cut off the power supply in the following events :

= Strange noises during operation
= Faulty electronic control board

= Faulty fuses or switches

= After having accidentally sprayed water or inserted objects into the unit

= Overheated cables or plugs

= Very strong smells coming from the appliance
