Three Unit Tankless Back to Back installation:
Three tankless water heaters shall be installed in a back to back configuration, connected with an EZ­Link cable, a single remote control, and vented to the outside per the Rheem Common Venting Installation instructions. The tankless units shall be plumbed in parallel with a minimum gas and water header of 1” pipe or as code requires. Cold water shall feed the tankless units. The tankless units shall supply a single temperature setting of water for application use. 
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
